again at both the 1992 Oldsmobile LPGA Classic and Rail Charity Golf Classic. 
• Posted a new career-low round of a 67 during the final round of the 1992 Rail Charity Golf Classic. 
• Recorded a new career-low scoring average of 73.83 in 1992. 
• Top finish in 1993 was a tie for 43rd in the Sara Lee Classic.

• Best finish in 1995 was a tie for 39th at the LPGA Corning Classic where she tied her career-low score of 67 during the first
